Course Description:

Welcome to Secondary II!  This course covers many exciting topics including: quadratic and other functions, polynomial operations, trigonometry and analytic geometry.

Materials (to bring to class daily):
Pencil and paper 

3-ring binder (this will act as your textbook and you need it EVERY DAY)
Graphing calculator (encouraged)
Your inquisitive and open mind
Each student is required to have a graphing calculator for this class.  I recommend a ti-84, however a ti-83 or above would be sufficient. I have 30 classroom calculators, and 36 students so there is no guarantee of using mine. The school also has calculators that may be rented for the year.  
Grades:
Grades are earned by students; not given by teachers. Grades are based on a student’s performance and effort.  If you work hard and show me how much you learn, you will earn a good grade.  If you are having problems, come and talk to me.

Homework- Homework will be assigned daily and will be due two class periods later at the beginning of class.  If you are absent, the assignment that was due when you were absent is due the day you get back.  The assignment that was assigned when you were gone is due by the unit test. Late work can be turned in for 75% if turned in by the unit test. Late work that is passed the current unit test will be accepted for 50% credit if turned by the following unit test, and 25% if it is two units late.  Homework will be graded on completion and correctness and your work must be shown to receive credit.  
Quizzes- There will be a quiz every day at the beginning of class.  Each quiz will have 2-3 questions.  The questions will be based on the homework from the day before.  Thus, completing the homework will help you do well on these quizzes. All quizzes for each unit will combine to make one total quiz score for the unit.  Quizzes cannot be made up, but the lowest quiz score for each unit will be dropped.  
Tests- After each unit there will be a test so that you can show how much you have learned! There will be approximately 3 tests per term. These should be viewed as “Celebrations of Knowledge,” you get to show off your skills!  There are no re-takes offered on the tests, you can, however, do test analysis. All test analyses will be due one week after it is handed back to you!  If you are truant (unexcused absence) or caught cheating you automatically get a “0” for that test. If you are absent for the review day, you must still be prepared to take the test upon your return.  If you are absent on a test day you should be prepared to take the test the day you return.  Parents should not excuse a student’s absence because they are not prepared to take the test.

Extra Credit- You have the option to turn your electronic device in to me at the beginning of each class period for a small portion of extra credit each time. This can add up to a significant amount if used consistently. This will also help students to be more involved in learning and will stay caught up. Devices will be turned into a box that will be kept behind the teacher’s desk and will picked up at the end of class. 
Electronic Devices- If you choose not to take advantage of the “phone box” you will expected to keep your device put away. Absolutely NO off task electronic devices/behavior will be allowed- they will be confiscated and returned at my discretion. This includes calls and texts to parents. Parents, if you have urgent messages for your student, PLEASE contact the front office
Leaving Class- I do not have a specified number of hall passes for this class. However, be wise in your use of restroom/drink privileges. You will not be allowed to leave class during direct instruction time. There are more appropriate times for this. The hall pass should not be used for the following: going to the vending machine, visiting with other students, making a phone call, or similar activities.
